Sarah would like to share a recent study with Jeff Lucas on the subject of “Knowing
the Love of God,” scripture verses recommended to read alongside this are Ephesians

sometimes we wrestle with truly accepting it. We have no problem in believing God
loves the world generally, but we struggle to rest in the knowledge that God loves us
s,oecifica((y. Paul uses Suloerloltive language, JC(Jllkirxg about knowing a love that's
ultimately beyond knowledge, and grasping the dimensions of a love so huge that it
can’t be medsured. He even speaks of being filled up with the fulness of God
Himself (fulness is o theme both of Ephesians and Colossians), dnd so we realise that
we are loved with a love beyond our comprehension.

To say that we have understood God's love for us is like a child standing with a glass
of water bg the sea, and then saying ﬂ'\ej have the ocedn in their hand. Knowing
